Field trip and main conference

Field trips from 19" to 21" April

A three day field trip, from the 19™ to 21 April 2013, will give our
participants the opportunity to visit a series of sites located in
Bangladesh. Participants will be divided into groups and taken to a
diverse array of areas that deal with issues such as flooding, river
islands, droughts or saline water intrusion. Some of these field sites
will be part of the Action Research on Community Adaptation in
Bangladesh (ARCAB) programme.

Conference from 22" to 25" April

The main conference will be held from the 22™ to 25™ April 2013.
Each day will consist of a plenary session and a number of parallel
interactive sessions relating to the following focus areas within the
overall conference theme “Mainstreaming CBA into national and local
planning”:

e CBA in practice in sectors and regions: water, agriculture and food
security, ecosystem-based approaches, disaster risk reduction,
economics, human health, urban areas, children, gender,
migration and population

Knowledge, education and awareness on CBA: challenges and
opportunities for mainstreaming adaptation

Monitoring and evaluation of CBA

particularly policymakers, non-governmental organisations, research and policy
institutes, academics, and practitioners with a particular focus on grassroots
adaptation work.

Paricipants requiring
funding (from developing countries only) should make this clear on their
application form and must ensure their application form reaches conference
organizers by 31 January 2013.

They will
receive regular updates throughout the whole event through tweets, blogs and
video footage, all uploaded to the conference website allowing them to learn
alongside real participants. They may also make valuable connections for future
collaboration on global CBA projects.
